Gary Miller motioned to approve the meeting minutes from June 2, 2010, and Mary Ellen Florey 2nd, with all others in favor.
PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: Township residents Tanya McAusland and Cherie Krebs introduced themselves and spoke regarding their interest in joining the Recreation Commission.  They expressed an interest in volunteering in their community, discussed their strengths and employment background.  Commission members explained what is expected of a commission appointment. Currently there are two alternate positions opened, as Aparna Virmani recently resigned.
CHAIRPERSON’S COMMENT
Ms. Manner addressed the issue of awards for Volunteer of the Year & Youth Volunteer of the Year.  Commission members agreed upon the formation of a nominating committee consisting of Karen, Mary Ellen, and Eleanor. Chris will be notified to advertise for nominations on the Recreation website. Nomination deadline is October. Awards ceremony will be February 2011 Township Committee meeting. The Township Committee will focus on Citizen of the Year award. 

Addressed once again was the Board of Education scheduling of sports, which has been reassigned back to the schools. This is not a trial period.  If need be, this will be addressed in more detail. Ms. Hermann is waiting on response from sports groups.  
Ms. Manner asked again for all members to check into other townships recreation websites for ideas on free events that are being offered. This information will be discussed at next meeting.  All members should bring researched material to the September meeting.

The Walking club is now canceled until Sept.
Commission member Tom Powers agreed to continue for the next 3 months or less if a new appointment is made and also agreed to work on budget.  Budget preparation will start in September.
