We can't move forward until you mail it back.

When you receive yours, just 
answer the 10 short questions and then mail the form back in the 
postage-paid envelope provided. If you don't mail the form back, you 
may receive a visit from a census taker, who will ask you the 
questions from the form. 
The majority of the country will receive English–only materials. 
Households in areas with high concentrations of Spanish-speaking 
residents may receive a bilingual (English/Spanish) form. 

Any personal data you provide is protected under federal law.

The members of the Warren Township Volunteer Fire Department are committed to providing the residents of Warren with the best fire 
protection we possibly can. We have approximately 70 active members currently; new members are always welcome.  If interested please 
call the Chief at 908-753-8000 x269.

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On November 14, 2009, many Warren residents took part in the disposal of their 
unused or expired Prescription Drugs by participating in a statewide effort dubbed 
“Operation Medicine Cabinet”.  The program was spearheaded by the New Jersey 
Division of the United States Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) and 
participated in by over 400 Police and Sheriff Departments across New Jersey.  At 
the end of the day, over 9,000 pounds of medications were turned over to law 
enforcement, approximately 3 1/2 million pills! 

In identifying a collection point for the program, we were greatly assisted by Steve 
and Tom Castronovo Sr., owners of Edgewood Pharmacy.  As noted by Steve 
“Flushing these medications down our toilets is not the answer because they just 
end up back in the water we drink”.  And right he is, in a study reported by the 
Associated Press in 2008, a wide array of medications have been found in the 
drinking water of at least 41 million residents from 24 major metropolitan areas 
across the country including Northern New Jersey.  The Edgewood Pharmacy 
collection point enabled the program to provide for the safe disposal of these 
medications. 

From a law enforcement standpoint, my concerns go much farther than water 
quality.  Our society has developed a mentality that just because a bottle possesses 
a prescription label the contents are not dangerous; nothing could be farther from 
the truth. Surveys show that every day 2,500 youths ages 12-17 try painkillers for 
the first time.  And where do they get them from?  You guessed it, from our own 
home medicine cabinets.  In fact, approximately 70% of people who currently 
abuse prescription painkillers say that they get them from friends or family directly 
from home medicine cabinets.  The scale of prescription medication abuse is also 
staggering.  Legal narcotics abuse worldwide is higher than that of heroin, cocaine 
and ecstasy combined and second only to the use of Marijuana. 

I believe that Operation Medicine Cabinet was a success on many levels.  First it 
gave us a reason to take a look in our medicine cabinets and offered a safe 
alternative for discarding the unused medications sitting there.  Second and more 
importantly, I believe the program brought attention to the enormous problem of 
prescription medication abuse.  And lastly, if the program has made policing our 
own medicine cabinets part of our regular housekeeping duties, we may just keep a 
youth from experimenting with, or a child from ingesting what may turn out to be a 
prescription of problems.

Generator Safety Tips 

 
Downed utility lines, power company blackouts, heavy snow falls or 
summer storms can lead to power outages. For temporary solutions, many 
people turn to portable electrical generators. Many homeowners are 
unaware that the improper use of a portable generator can be risky. Keep 
safety precautions in mind when using this appliance. 
 
Safety Tips 
 

·  Generators should be operated in well ventilated locations 
outdoors away from all doors, windows and vent openings. 

·  The generator should be placed so that exhaust fumes cannot 
enter the home through windows, doors and other openings. 

·  Install carbon monoxide (CO) alarms in your home. Follow 
manufactures instructions for proper placement and mounting 
height. Should CO enter the home and pose a risk, an alarm 
should sound. 

·  The generator must not be refueled while it is running. It should 
be turned off and allowed to cool down before refueling. 

·  Fuel for the generator should never be stored in the home. 
Gasoline and other flammable liquids should be stored outside of 
living areas in properly labeled safety containers 

·  Appliances should be plugged directly into the generator or a 
heavy duty outdoor rated extension cord. The cord should be 
checked for cuts or tears and that the plug has all three prongs, 
especially a grounding pin. 

·  If the generator must be connected to the house wiring to power 
appliances, a qualified electrician should install a properly rated 
transfer switch in accordance with the National Electric Code  
and all applicable state and local electrical codes. 

 
This information is provided be the National Fire Protection Association 
and the Warren Township Fire Marshal’s Office.  
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Any questions or problems can be addressed by 
calling or visiting the Tax Collector at the 
Municipal Building.

If you are paying your own taxes, please mail in 
sufficient time to insure that it is received prior to 
the end of the grace period. After the 10th of the 
month, interest is charged at a rate of 8% for the 
first $1,500 and 18% thereafter. 
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The Warren Township Committee offers a Housing 
Rehabilitation Program for residents who meet Council on 
Affordable Housing (COAH) regulations for low and 
moderate incomes.  

The program provides up to $15,000 per dwelling for 
home improvements such as:  new roof, electrical 
improvements, smoke detectors, etc.  The funds are in the 
form of an interest free loan which is forgiven after a 10 
year period.  The loan must be repaid only if the property 
is sold.  Interested residents can contact Rehabco, Inc., at 
(732) 477-7750 in Brick, New Jersey or the Township 
Administrator’s office at x252.   The Township has been 
successful in rehabilitating over 45 houses since 1989. 

In order to be eligible, the following guidelines are in 
effect as of 2009.  Income cannot exceed the following 
amounts per households: 

1 person………….$56,056 
2 person………….$64,064 
3 person………….$72,072 
4 person………….$80,080

H1N1 PANDEMIC INFLUENZA UPDATE  

The Middle-Brook Regional Health Commission 
combined forces and resources with other local health 
departments by creating the Greater Somerset Public 
Health Partnership.  The Partnership will continue to 
offer the H1N1 vaccine as long as there is a demand 
and a need.  Clinic dates and times, vaccination 
appointments, and more information on influenza can 
be accessed at the Commission’s website:

The Commission reminds residents that novel-H1N1 
influenza is a potentially deadly disease and that 
residents should get vaccinated.  Vaccine is currently 
available for everyone who wants it.  In addition, we 
encourage all individuals to continue to take these 
simple – yet essential -- steps to reduce their risk of 
infection. These steps can help protect you not only 
from the H1N1 Flu virus, but many other bacterial and 
viral infections as well.  These include: 

·  Frequent hand washing with soap and warm water, 
for at least 20 seconds, especially before eating, 
and always after caring for someone who is ill 

·  Applying ‘cough and sneeze etiquette’ by always 
covering coughs and sneezes with a tissue or the 
inside of your elbow.  Be sure to wash your hands 
after! 

·  Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. Germs 
spread that way. 

·  Staying home from school or work when sick, to 
avoid spreading germs. 

LYME DISEASE REMINDERS 
Lyme disease is still very prevalent in our environment and 
the health department would like to remind all of you to take 
the following precautions against exposure to ticks and Lyme 
disease as we approach the warmer months of spring and 
summer. 
 

·  Avoid tick-infested areas such as wooded areas and 
edges, and landscaped areas covered in leaf litter, 
dense vegetation, or high grasses or shrubs. 

·  Wear light-colored clothing that makes seeing ticks 
easier. 

·  Tuck pants legs into socks and shirts into pants so 
ticks are forced to crawl on the outside of clothing 
where they are easier seen and removed. 

·  Use repellants to reduce the chance of tick exposure.  
Be sure to read and follow the label directions 
completely. 

·  Examine yourself and family members promptly after 
returning from the out of doors to reduce the chance of 
ticks feeding.

Although there is no law requiring the private homeowner to test their 
well on a regular basis the health department urges all property owners 
whose properties are served by a private well to test the well on an 
annual basis to prevent exposure to potentially harmful materials.  We 
suggest testing for the compounds required by the State’s Private Well 
Testing Act if you sell your home, but at a minimum wells should be 
tested for chemical and bacterial contamination.  Well testing must be 
conducted by a private state certified laboratory.  A list of these 
laboratories can be found at:

SEPTIC SYSTEM MAINTENANCE 
Is your property serviced by a septic system?  If so, when 
was the last time you had your septic tank pumped?  
In order to prolong the life of your system and help prevent 
problems we strongly suggest you have your septic tank 
inspected and pumped on a regular basis.  A good rule of 
thumb is to have your tank pumped every three years, but 
depending upon the age of the system, the size of the 
system, and the use of the system you may need to have it 
pumped more or less frequently.  Call your septic contractor 
or the Board of Health (908) 753-8000 ext. 239 for more 
information.  A relatively small expense now can help avert 
the very large expense or repairing or replacing a septic 
system later.
