Seasonal Flu and Pneumonia Vaccines Offered by MBREH
Beginning in September

The Middle-Brook Regional Health Commission (MBRHC) will once again offer seasonal flu and pneumonia vaccines to the
residents of Bound Brook, Green Brook, Middlesex, South Bound Brook, Warren and Watchung.

“If vaccine shipments arrive as planned, we will provide vaccinations in September this year, to help assure that residents
have time to receive the vaccine before flu season” says Kevin Sumner, Health Officer for MBRHC. He adds that, “It takes
about two weeks after receiving the vaccine for a body to build immunity. Since flu season can begin as early as October,
September is an ideal time to be vaccinated.”

The following is a very tentative schedule of influenza vaccination clinics. Additional dates may be added if there is
community demand. Specific locations will be announced closer to the date of the clinic.

Wednesday, September 16, 2009 Middlesex Borough 11:00 am to 12:00 noon
Thursday, September 24, 2009 Warren Township 11:00 AM to 12:00 PM
Wednesday, October 7, 2009 Bound Brook Borough 6:00 PM to 7:00 PM

Pneumococcal vaccine will also be made available. The same guidelines as detailed for influenza will apply.

The flu vaccine is particularly recommended for those 65 and older, adults with chronic health conditions such as diabetes,
heart disease and other conditions, and healthcare providers.

Pre-registration is requested for all clinics and will start the first week of September. Both vaccines are free to those with
Medicare Part B, but residents must bring their Medicare card. Others will be charged $20 for the flu vaccine and $25 for
the pneumonia vaccine.

In the interim, the Commission reminds residents to continue to take these simple — yet essential -- steps to reduce their risk
of infection. These steps can help protect you not only from the HIN1 Flu virus, but many other bacterial and viral infections
as well. These include:
- Frequent handwashing with soap and warm water, for at least 20 seconds, especially before eating, and always

after caring for someone who is ill

Applying ‘cough and sneeze etiquette’ by always covering coughs and sneezes with a tissue or the inside of your

elbow. Be sure to wash your hands after!

Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. Germs spread that way.

Staying home from school or work when sick, to avoid spreading germs.
